Life Change

All of us need a fresh encounter with the Lord. Often time, it comes from life circumstances
such as the birth of a child, the death of a loved one, moving to a new place, etc. In the life of a
student, it often comes through a retreat such as Youth Camp, Ski Retreat, Disciple Now, Mis-
sion Trip, etc.

Our weeklong experience at Centrifuge this year proved no different. We took thirty-eight stu-
dents and six adults. We studied together the book of Ephesians: salvation, unity, proclaiming
Christ, our walk, etc. The end of each day was followed by church group devotions. Each night
students would share how God had spoken to them.

A phrase commonly used among students was “re-dedication” and “re-commitment.” This
phrase has become quite familiar within the Christian faith but I’'m not sure of its biblical origin.
It seems to have become a soft substitution for the word “repentance.” I referred students back
to Luke 9:23 which Christ says “... if anyone wishes to come after Me, let him deny himself and
take up his cross daily, and follow me.” An attempt to following Christ without self-denial and
taking up the cross will lead us to falsely blaming God for distancing Himself from us when the
truth is that we are the ones who moved.

Please pray for our students as many have made decisions to deny themselves, take up the cross,
and follow Christ which yields true life change!

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Last month, we focused on what it means to love and trust God with all our life, not only for the first
time, but every day. This month, we want to take a look at something that will begin to happen in our
lives as a result of our love and trust in God. When you love and trust God, you will love others.

This love isn’t a command. It’s a fact. It’s impossible to love and trust God, and not love the people
whom God loves. 1 John 4:20 says this: “Anyone who says he loves God but in fact hates his brother or
sister is a liar. He doesn’t love his brother or sister, whom he has seen. So he can’t love God, whom he
has not seen.” (N1V)

Throughout His ministry, Jesus taught His followers what it meant to love others. He taught how to love
our neighbors, how to love our enemies, and how to love those who were overlooked and marginalized.
He demonstrated the kind of love that He taught in the way that He lived. And He gave us the ultimate
example of love when He died for us.

So, how do you follow Jesus’ example? How do you love a God you can’t see and touch? You love the
ones HE loves. And when you love them, you will begin to understand God more, and you will learn to
love and trust Him more as well.

In week 1, our Bible story shows Jesus thanking people for taking care of Him when He needed it most
(Matthew 25:35-40). Bottom Line is: Love God by loving others.

In week 2, our Bible story comes from Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount (Matthew 5:43-47) when He
challenges the people listening—and us—to love not only our neighbor, but also the people who
persecute us. Bottom Line is: Love others, even your enemies..

In week 3, our Bible story is actually two different stories that happened pretty close together (Mark
8:29, 10:35-37; John 13:34-35, 15:12-13). We listen in as Jesus prepares the disciples that He’s going to die
and leave. They actually fight over who will sit closest to Him in heaven! So, Jesus washes their feet—a
servant’s job. Then He commands them to do the same—to love one another in a sacrificial way. So, our
Bottom Line is: Love others by putting them first.

In week 4, our Bible story is about Peter seeing Jesus after He rose from the tomb (John 21:15-19). Jesus
asks him to feed His sheep. He wants Peter to show his love for Jesus by loving and caring for other
people the rest of his days—Iike Jesus had done.. Bottom Line: Love others by forgiving them.

In week 5, our Bible story God makes it really clear to Peter that he shouldn’t judge or avoid other
people who are different from him (Acts 10:1-35). Bottom Line is: Love others, even those who are
different.

This story is a great place to end our EPIC adventure in love and trust, because God’s love being shared
to everyone, everywhere, and how it spread really did change the world forever. When you put your trust
in God, and you live your life in response to Him by loving Him and loving others, you will live a much
better story. Your life will be EPIC because it’s going to be part of something bigger than just youl!
